STEP 1 Read and understand all steps in the instructions before starting the installation.
Park the motorcycle on a hard, level surface and turn IGN OFF. Allow the engine
and exhaust system to cool. Remove the main fuse.

STEP 2 Prepare a soft, sturdy, clean work surface within arm’s reach of the motorcycle’s
rear fender.

REMOVE THREE SCREWS FROM INSIDE REAR FENDER v

STEP 3 Refer to PIC 1. Locate and remove the three (3) hex flange head screws securing —
the license plate/brake light/turn signal assembly the rear fender. Use a 10MM %
ratcheting box end wrench to remove the screws from the inside; set them aside, : :
they will be reused.

License Plate Frame; route the license plate light
wiring through the slot in the Backing Plate As-
sembly.

Carefully curve the license plate to match the
contour of the Backing Plate and Frame.

Align the license plate with the Frame and
Backing Plate; secure with the four (4) includ-
ed Flat Head Screws; leave the screws loose
until all four have been started in their threads,
then tighten.

It may be necessary to enlarge the license

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STEP 10 Loop the included Cable Tie through the keeper on the backside of the assembly as
shown in PIC 10.
Do not tighten the Cable Tie at this time.
STEP 11 Protect the fender with painter's/masking tape as shown in PIC 11.
Reconnect the four connectors; the left and right turn signal connectors are NOT side-
specific, ensure they attach to the corresponding connector.
Secure the wiring away from moving parts, pinch points,
NOTICE or extreme heat. Kuryakyn will not provide warranty
coverage on any electrical component that fails due to
pinched, crimped, broken, abraded, melted, or frayed
wires.
STEP 12 Reinstall the main fuse; turn IGN ON and test the turn signals, run and
brake light function and license plate light.
STEP 13 Route the wiring between the existing assembly and the new Backing Plate
as shown in PIC 11.
Fold the remaining wiring into the Cable Tie loop made in STEP 10; tighten
the Cable Tie.
STEP 14 Align the Plate/signal assembly with the fender; secure it with the existing screws; start with the two SLIDE GASKET
side screws first, then the upper screw. Leave all three loose. Remove and discard the masking tape. ig::ENMDBLLI\?HT
STEP 15 Refer to PIC 12. Carefully slide the existing gasket behind the assembly; ensure that the gasket flange
hooks over the upper edge of the assembly; tighten the three screws inside the fender.
NOTE: The included foam pad can be used to reduce vibration. Attach the pad to
the inside of the Backing Plate.
